Mercy Volunteers serve in cities across the US and in Guyana, South America.
Volunteers are needed in the fields of education, healthcare, and social services.

a. Mercy Volunteers live in a fully furnished house or apartment in communities
of 3-5. MVC covers rent and all utilities during your year of service.

b. Transportation expenses are covered from Orientation in August to your
service site, during your year of service, to all retreats, and back home again
after your year of service is complete. During your time of service, MVC
provides a car and gas stipend or public transportation for travel within your
city.

c. Volunteers receive both personal and community stipends. Community
members pool the community stipends to purchase groceries and household
items.

d. Mercy Volunteers receive health insurance through Catholic Volunteer
Network. Volunteers can also be reimbursed if already covered.

e. MVC offers unique opportunities to engage social justice issues, particularly
related to Mercy’s Critical Concerns of Earth, Immigration, Non-Violence,
Racism and Women.
