Course Goals:

This is a survey course that will provide students with some familiarity with many of
the best writers in these two centuries. Genres to be considered will include poetry,
drama, and prose. As much as possible, I will stress the historical backdrop to these
works, the cultural, religious, literary, and political forces that shaped them. Some
questions we will consider will include:

What was the effect of the court and city on English literature?

Who were the Humanists, and how did they influence literary production and
English social life?

What effects did the Reformation and religious controversy have on English
literature and society?

What views concerning literary theory and the role of the artist prevailed in these
centuries?

What were the effects of changes from old (feudal) modes of economy and social
order to new (capitalist) modes of economy and social order?

1) In-class work, study questions, quizzes (25%)
2) Midterm exam (10%)

3) Essay #1 (25%)

4) Research Essay #2 (30%)

4) Final exam (10%)
