Mount Clemens: School program OK'd

The Mount Clemens Community Schools 
Board of Education approved a resolution 
Wednesday night to implement an International 
Baccalaureate Organization program for grades 
six through eight in the 2007-08 school year. 
The program will provide an intensive study of 
English, history, science, math and a foreign 
language.

The board also approved a move to 
reconfigure the district's grade structure for the 
next school year. The district will convert its 
elementary school program from kindergarten 
through sixth grade to a K-5 curriculum and 
change middle school to a grades 6-8 structure. 
In addition, the district's middle school will be 
moved from its wing in the high school to its 
Macomb Academy Facility, and the district will 
consolidate King and Macomb elementary 
academies into the King Academy.
