Howard, Bulldogs tough it out

He scores 15, makes key plays to stave off Titans' upset bid

The city of Detroit has endured the 0-16 Lions and a declining auto industry,
but no one ever accused its residents of being frail.

That goes for the University of Detroit Titans, too.

They hadn't won a Horizon League road basketball
game in nearly two years, nor beaten a ranked
opponent on the road in 30 years. Yet here they were
Saturday, as 20-point underdogs, leading No. 21 Butler
with less than three minutes left at Hinkle Fieldhouse.

Fortunately for the Bulldogs, they had a sequoia in
Matt Howard. He stood tall in Butler's 54-50 victory.

Howard scored 15 points, passed for the go-ahead
basket, pulled down the last rebound and made two
free throws to secure the outcome.

"He's just a relentless worker," Detroit coach Ray
MecCallum said. "He just competes every possession."

Butler (14-1) equaled its best 15-game start, won its
sixth in a row and 12th in a row at home. It extended
its Horizon winning streak to 16, nearing the league
record of 21 set by Wisconsin-Green Bay from 1995-97.

The Bulldogs' 5-0 league record puts them in first,
ahead of 5-1 Wisconsin-Milwaukee, which lost to
visiting Green Bay 77-75 in overtime Friday night.

The Titans (4-11, 0-6) led by as many as eight points in
the first half, causing restlessness in the crowd of
5,652. Butler has trailed by seven or more points in six
games, and won all but one.

Detroit achieved what no other Butler opponent has --

defend Howard 1-on-1 while also guarding the 3-point
line. The Bulldogs were 2-of-10 on 3-pointers, the fewest 3s they have made in
71 games.

The Titans rotated three post players -- Michael Harrington (6-8, 230 pounds),
Jason Bennett (7-3, 275) and Eugene Blue (6-8, 255) -- against Howard.

"I thought they did a great job of keeping a body on him all day," McCallum
said.

Howard was limited to 26 minutes by foul trouble, but he ended up being the
difference.

He scored eight of his 11 second-half points in the opening 61/2 minutes of the
half. He passed out of the post to Gordon Hayward, whose long two-pointer put
Butler ahead for good, 52-50 with 1:40 left. (The scoreboard registered the

basket as a 3, but an official ruled Hayward's foot was on the arc line.)

With the Titans trailing by two points, McCallum said they were aiming for a
winning 3-pointer on the last possession. Likewise, Butler was guarding the arc.

"

"We said, 'Absolutely no 3s,' " Butler coach Brad Stevens said.

With the clock expiring, Detroit's Tryl Hartfield attempted a runner in the lane.
The ball rimmed short, Howard rebounded and was fouled. His two free throws
came with eight-tenths of a second left.

Hayward said Stevens told the Bulldogs at halftime they were being
"out-toughed." Howard wondered if they were misled by the Titans' record.

"I don't know if that happened to us, but it sure seemed like it," Howard said.

After Thursday's 64-48 victory over Wright State, Stevens said the Bulldogs
would be tested by playing a second game in less than 48 hours.

He was right. But he suggested too much could be made of a single game.

"Some nights, everything goes your way and the other team can play well. Some
nights, other things don't go your way, and you just have to find a way," Stevens
said. "I thought we did that tonight. I could be really critical, but I'm not."

The Bulldogs were nearly undone by their second-half shooting on free throws,
15-of-22. Butler was 20-0f-28 overall and Detroit 14-0f-16 in a game featuring
38 fouls.

Correct. The Class A technical was called on a Detroit assistant coach. Per the rules,
Butler received the two free throws but not the ball for throw-in because it is a point of
interruption (POI) foul. What that means is that the same team that was to get the ball
for throw-in going into the timeout, will get the same opportunity after the technical foul
(this is different than the HS rule). The toe on the line on the shot (great call by Mr.

Fogarty) is reviewable by rule.
